Born and raised in Honalulu, Senior Grand Master Ed Parkdl,Digyree
Black Belt, was the foremost authority and instructor of Kenp@at€aand was
know worldwide as the ‘Father of American Karate’. He commeneaching
professionally in Provo, Utah in 1954. He opened his first professionab studi
in the United States in Pasadena, California in 1956 and was the firs
commercial karate studio.

Mr Parker’'s uniqueness rests in his continuous efforts to combaticnedi

training methods binding progressive thinking, Mr Parker was kvedlvn for

his exciting demonstrations in high schools, colleges, civic clulsics;

tournaments, church groups and youth centres. He was a highly saeght af

speaker and his karate demonstrations were famous in the States a
worldwide. He was in great demand throughout the world to perfomomigrations of skill and power.
He frequently travelled giving seminars and demonstrations inraliastJersey, Ireland, England, Spain,
Chile, Venezuelella and most European countries.

Mr Parker wrote over fifteen authoritative books about Kenpo and hisiemperestablishing this unique
Karate system. Kenpo is pure intelligence of thought and motionPavker added concepts, theories,
principles and innovations not employed in other systems. This ismdias his Kenpo system unique,
practical, logical and applicable. It has often been refeoexs tthe ‘University of Martial Arts’, using
linear as well as circular moves, utilizing intermittent powtien and where needed interspersed with
minor and major moves that flow with continuity.

Born in Clydebank (near Glasgow) Scotland, Roy moved to Jersey
1968. From 1974 to 1989 Roy travelled and commuted back and forth to
the United States to train with Mr Parker, Larry Tatum andn&ai
Schulte. Roy obtained his'tlegree Black Belt in Santa Monica, USA in
1979.

As an & Degree Black Belt, Roy is currently the highest rankedpe
Black Belt in Europe.

Roy is a three times European Senior Black Belt Champion and maohne
the Masters Black Belt division of the IKC in Long Beach, California.

Roy has performed Kenpo in front of HM the Queen. One oftbatest
honours bestowed on Roy was being chosen to be one of the eight Pall

Bearers for his Master’s coffin out of the many thousands of Black Betisgiwout the world.
